Procedures to activate an AS/400 Ethernet line

Signon to the AS/400 from a locally attached console using a userid that has authority to activate lines.

On the command line enter: WRKCFGSTS CFGTYPE(*LIN)
This command should display all network lines defined within the system regardless of status.

First, verify that the Ethernet line is not in an ACTIVE status by looking at the left column for the line name - ETHLINE1. Then, reading horizontally across the screen to verify the status.

If the line status is VARY ON PENDING, try to vary the line off using option number 2 next to the line name. Press the function key 'F5' to refresh the display. If the line status changes to VARIED OFF then you can proceed to varying the line back by using option number 1. Again, press the function key 'F5' to refresh the display. The line status should now be ACTIVE, only if any other controllers under the line description also go active. A line will not display the active status unless subordinate controllers also go active.

The controller, indented under the Ethernet line name, called ETHLITCP01 - as shipped from IBM, probably will not be activated until you restart the TCP/IP interfaces. First you will need to end the current interfaces and IP application servers by entering ENDTCP on the command line.

Note - Issue the ENDTCP command at a time when you know no TCP/IP traffic is occurring on the AS/400.  To display the current TCP/IP traffic on the AS/400,

use option 3 on the Work with TCP/IP Status (WRKTCPSTS or NETSTAT) command.
To restart the TCP/IP interfaces and all the application servers, (i.e. FTP, TELNET…), enter the command STRTCP.

In the event that the Ethernet line didn't activate because of an outstanding job was not released from a device - You will need to end any locked up job before the line can be varied off. First scan the list of devices indented further under a controller. If you see a job associated with a device after the line has been varied off, you will need to end the job to free up the device.

Enter option number 5, Work with Job, next to the associated device. Then enter the menu command 41 - End Job. On the End Job screen, enter *IMMED on the “How to end” option field. Within a few seconds, the job should end.
