I would recommend writing a CL that should issue the following commands:


SAVSYS
Licensed internal Code




Operating System Objects (QSYS)




(SAVSYS includes SAVSECDATA, which is the user profiles




And SAVCFG, the configuration objects)

SAVDLO
Filed documents and folders

SAVLIB LIB (*NONSYS)


OS/400 Optional Libraries, Licensed Program Libraries,



Libraries provided by IBM (QGPL),



Other user Libraries – source code.

This routine should be run once a month for disaster recovery reasons.

Also, note that the queue content is not saved.

Last, Please Rotate This Copy OFFSITE!

The current copy should stay onsite - the previous copy should be taken offsite.

In case of a potential emergency, such as a hurricane warning, a second copy MUST be taken to insure a good copy.

SAVLIB LIB(*NONSYS) saves all OS/400 optional libraries (e.g., QHLPSYS, QUSRTOOL), licensed program libraries (e.g., QRPG, QCBL), IBM libraries with user data (e.g., QGPL, QUSRSYS), and all user-created libraries. Before you use SAVLIB LIB(*NONSYS), your system must be in a restricted state; to achieve this, end all subsystems with the ENDSBS (End Subsystem) or ENDSYS (End System) command.
